Lift lids as infrequently as possible.
v When you lift the lid, a lot of energy escapes.

Using a glass lid
v You can see into the pan through a glass lid without
having to lift it.

Use pots and pans with flat bases.
v Uneven bases increase energy consumption.

Use cookware that is suitable for the quantity of food.
v Large items of cookware containing little food need
more energy to heat up.

Cook with only a little water.
v The more water there is in the cookware, the more
energy that is required to heat it up.

Turn down to a lower power level early on. Use a suit-

able ongoing power level.

v If you use an ongoing power level that is too high,
you will waste energy.

Adjust the fan speed to the amount of steam produced

during cooking.

v The lower the fan speed, the less energy is con-
sumed.

If cooking produces large amounts of steam, select a
higher fan speed in good time.

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4 Suitable cookware

have a ferromagnetic base, i.e. it must be attracted by a
magnet. The base must also match the size of the cook-

7.2 Air recirculation

The air which is drawn in is cleaned by the grease filters
and an odour filter, and conveyed back into the room.

To bind odours in air recirculation mode,
you must install an odour filter. The differ-
ent options for operating the appliance in
air circulation mode can be found in our
catalogue. Alternatively, ask your dealer.
The required accessories are available
from specialist retailers, from our after-
sales service or from the online shop.

Note: When cooking intensively and for a long time,
moisture is released into the air in the room. When us-
ing the appliance in air recirculation mode, we recom-
mend ventilating the kitchen adequately, e.g. by briefly
opening a window to remove excessive moisture.
