2.2 Electrical connection

9. HINTS AND TIPS

9.1 General

Follow the hints below to ensure optimal
cleaning and drying results in daily use
and to help you protect the environment.

* Remove larger residues of food from
the dishes into the waste bin.

* Do not pre-rinse dishes by hand.
When needed, select a programme
with a prewash phase.

« Always use the whole space of the
baskets.

* Make sure that items in the baskets
do not touch or cover each other.
Only then can the water completely
reach and wash the dishes.

* You can use dishwasher detergent
and rinse aid separately or you can
use the multi-tablets. Follow the
instructions on the packaging.

« Select a programme according to the
type of load and the degree of soil.
