- Items that have been soiled with substances such as
cooking oil, acetone, alcohol, petrol, kerosene, spot
removers, turpentine, waxes and wax removers should
be washed in hot water with an extraamount of detergent
before being dried in the tumble dryer.

« Items such as foam rubber (latex foam), shower caps,
waterproof textiles, rubber backed articles and clothes
or pillows fitted with foam rubber pads should not be
dried in the tumble dryer.

« Fabric softeners, or similar products, should be used as
specified by the fabric softener instructions.

- Oil-affected items can ignite spontaneously, especially
when exposed to heat sources such asinatumbledryer.
The items become warm, causing an oxidation reaction
in the oil. Oxidation creates heat. If the heat cannot
escape, theitems can become hot enough to catch fire.
Piling, stacking or storing oil-affected items can prevent
heat from escaping and so create a fire hazard.

- Remove all objects from pockets such as lighters and
matches.

. Ifitisunavoidable that fabrics that contain vegetable or
cooking oil or have been contaminated by hair care
products be placed inatumble dryer they should first
be washed in hot water with extra detergent.This will
reduce, but not eliminate, the hazard.

- WARNING: Never stop atumble dryer before the end of
the drying cycle unless all items are quickly removed
and spread out so that the heatis dissipated.

« Openings must not be obstructed.

- Thelinttrap has to be cleaned frequently.

« Lintmust not to be allowed to accumulate around the
tumble dryer.

1.1tisrecommended that, for your convenience, the machine is positioned close to
your washing machine.

2. Do not stack this dryer on washing machine without stacking kits. (If you want to
stack this dryer on a washing machine, please purchase the independent parts.
Installation shall be done by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified
personsto avoid any hazards.)

3.Thetumble dryer must be installed in a clean place, where dirt does not accumulate.
Air must be able to circulate freely around the appliance. Do not obstruct the front
airinlet or the air intake grilles at the back of the machine.

4.To keep vibration and noise within minimum level when the dryerisin use, it must
be placed on afirm and level surface.

5.The feet must never be removed.

Onceinits permanent operating position, check that
thedryeris absolutely level with the aid of a spirit level.
Ifitis not, adjust the feet by hand or using a tool.

Power Supply Connection

1.Make sure that the voltage of the power supply is the same as the electric specification.
2.Donot connectthe dryer with the power connection board, a universal plug or socket,
do not use multi-plug adapters and extension cables.

% Note!

- Before first use, please use a soft fabric to clean the inside drum.
1.Put some cleanragsinto thedrum.
2.Plug the power plug, press [®] .
3.Selectthe [Warm] Programme, press [ »II] button.
4. After finishing this programme, please follow the "cleaning and care "
instructions (refer to page 21) to clean the lint filter.
- During drying, the airflow and the pump will generate some noise
whichis entirely normal.

1.Before drying, thoroughly spin the laundry in washing machine. High spin speed
shortens the drying time and saves energy.

2.Foruniform drying result, sort the laundry according to fabric type and select the
appropriate drying programme.

3.Before drying, please close zips, hooks and eyelets, button, tie fabric belts, etc.

4.Remove all objects from pockets such as lighters and matches.

5.Sew in or remove underwiring from bras.

6.Close duvet covers and pillow cases to prevent small items from being rolled up
inside them,

7.Leave jackets open and undo any long zips so that textiles dry evenly,

8.Donotoverdry the clothes, because over dried clothes can easily get creases.

9.Do notdry the articles containing rubber or similar elastic materials.

10.Keep the area around the tumble dryer clean. Coal dust or flour may cause an
explosion.

11.The doorshall be opened only after the programme of the tumble dryer is finished
to avoid being scalded by hot steam or over heated drying machine.

12.Clean thelintfilterand empty water container after each use to avoid extension of
drying time and increase of energy consumption.

13.Do notdry clothes after dry-clean process.

This function is used for delaying the end of the drying programme up to 24 hours.

When the delayed programme starts, the time starts to countdown on the display and

the delay icon blinks.

1. Load your laundry and make sure the machine door is closed.

2.Pressthe [ D ] button,then turn the programme selector knob and select the
desired programme.

3.You can select the [ANTI-CREASE] function according to your need.

4, Press the [DELAY END] button.

5. Continue to press [ DELAY END] to select the desired delay time.

6. Afterthe [ »I1] button is pushed, the dryer is at the run condition. The
drying procedure will be automatically finished when the preset time is over.

7.1f you push the [ '] button again, the delay function will be paused.

8. If you want to cancel the “DELAY END” function, please press the [ (] button.

TIME DRY
Whenthe [ WARM] or [COOL] programmeis selected, the [TIME DRY]
button can be used to adjust the drying time in 10 min. steps.

LAMP
The lamp inside the drum will be on for lighting about 3 minutes when the button is pressed
or 1 minute when the door is open.

INTENSITY

You can adjust the dryness level of the laundry by pressing the [INTENSITY] button.

1. The intensity function can be activated only before the programme start.

2. Exceptthe [woOL), [cooL), [WARM] , [STERILIZATION] all the other
programmes can be the [INTENSITY] function.

ANTI-CREASE

At the end of the drying cycle, the anti-crease time is 60 minutes (default) or 10 or 30 or 90 or 120
minutes (selected).

The [ANTI-CREASE] light will illuminate when the anti-crease function is selected. This function
prevents the laundry from creases. The laundry can be removed during the anti-crease phase.
Except [COOL), [WOOL] all the other programmes provide this function.

Set the buzzer on or off. In default condition, the buzzer is on. Please touch it if needed.

When the buzzer is on:

1.The dryer will make the leading sound if press the extra function buttons.

2.If the programme knob is rotated when the dryer is running,the dryer will remind the
operator that it is an invalid programme selection.

3.When the drying programme is done, the buzzer will beep to remind the user.

FINE ADJUST

You can adjust the dryness level of the laundry by pressing the [FINE ADJUST] button.

The drying time increases 1 or 3 or 5 minutes .

1. The intensity function can be activated only before the programme start.

2. Exceptthe [WOOL), [COOL], [WARM] , [STERILIZATION] all the other
programmes can be the [FINE ADJUST] function.

MEMORY

Used to define and save your favourite programme, which is used frequently.

1. Select the desired programme and other drying functions.

2. Press and hold the [INTENSITY] and [ ANTI-CREASE] buttons for 3 seconds until
the beep sounds and the desired programme has been saved.

3.Turn the programme selector to the [MEMORY] position, then you can start your favorite
programme. If you want to change the [MEMORY] settings, repeat the steps 1 and 2.

CHILD LOCK

1. This machine incorporates a special child safety lock, which can prevent children from
carelessly pressing buttons or making faulty operation.

2. When the drying cycle is running, press the [SIGNALY and  [FINE ADJUST] buttons

for 3seconds to activate the child lock function.

3. When child lock function is set, the display will show the child lock icon and all button are
deactivated, except [ ®© ] button.

4.To deactivate the child lock function, the [SIGNAL) and [FINE ADJUST] buttons shall be
pressed for 3 seconds.

Programme selector

1.When the LED display screen brightens up, rotate the programme knob to
select the desired programme.

2.Selectthe [DELAYEND] , [TIMEDRY], [INTENSITY) b or [ANTI-CREASE]
functions for additional options.

3.Pressthe [»II] button.

4.Pressthe [ ®] button after the programme has comlpeted.

Programme start

The drum will rotate after the programme starts. The remaining programme
time will be displayed.

Programme end

1.The drum will stop rotating after the programme ends. The display will show "0:00".
The dryer will start [ ANTI-CREASE ] function if the user doesn't remove the load.
(Refer to page 16).

Please press [®] button after unloading the tumble dryer to cut off power
and pull out the plug.

2.Deal with the problems according to“Trouble Shooting”section, if there is an
unexpected stop during the drying procedure or the dryer shows an Error Code
(Referto page 22).

« Thick or multi-layered fabrics,e.g. bedlinen, jeans, jackets etc, are not easy to dry.
You'd better choose Cotton Extra programme.

« As the uneven material, thickand multi-layered clothes are not easy to dry, it is better to choose the
appropriate time drying programme to dry them if some parts of the clothes still damp after programme

finished.

« Do notdrinkthe condensate water.

- Thelintaccumulated on the filter will block the air circulation, which will
cause the extension of drying time and increase energy consumption.
Therefore the lintfilter shall be cleaned after each use.

- Take notice of the correct orientation before to insert the lint filter.

- Do not operate the dryer without the lint filter!

- Clean thelintfilter after each use to prevent lintaccumulation inside the dryer.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning the heat exchange

Leave the dryer to cool down.

Residual water may leak out, place an absorbent

cloth under the maintenance cover.

1.Unlock the maintenance cover.

2.Completely open maintenace cover.

3.Turn both locking levers towards each other.

4.Pull out the heat exchanger.

5.Flush the heat exchanger with water to remove lint;
let the water drain properly.

6.Clean the seals.

7.Re-insert the heat exchanger, the handle at the bottom.

8.Turn both locking levers.

9.Close the maintenance cover until it locks into position.
Please clean the heat exchanger approximately, once every
3 months if frequently used.
Do notdamage the heat exchanger!

AWarning!

+ Clean with water only; do not use hard/sharp-edged objects!
Do not operate the dryer without the heat exchanger!

B Trouble Shooting

Many malfunctions and faults that might occur in daily operation can be easily
remedied.Time and money will be saved because a service call won't be needed.
